Two
shows, “Elizabeth 1" and
“Sugar,” currently in pre-
view and scheduled to open
before the cutoff date, asked
to be excluded from consid-
eration for Tony awards this
season.

The Tony award entertain-
ment on April 23 will include
salutes to Ethel Merman and
Richard Rodgers and excerpts
from three curtent musicals,
“Jesus Christ Superstar,”
“No, No, Nanette” and “Ain’t
Supposed to Die a Natural
Death.” For the sixth year,
the show is being produced
by Alexander H. Cohen.
