Policemen Pick Up Tongay
At Hospital in California

Memory
Lost, He
Still Claims

‘Asks to Remain

For Treatment;
Future in Doubt

Fugitive Russell Tongay sur-
rendered to California police
late Monday' night, just nine
days after he fled from a Flori-
da prison guard who had taken
him to New Orleans for medi-
cal treatment.

The burly ex-Coast Guardsman
told Los Angeles officers that he
had hitch-hiked to California
while suffering from amnesia. He
said he lost his memory as the
result of a minor automobile ac-
cident in which he was involved

while en route from the state
prison at Raiford to New Orleans,

His surrender followed a bar.
rage of cross-countiry telephone
calls to a friend in Miami. The
friend, William Burrell, Jr.
Coral Gables High school swim. *
ming coach, last talked to Ton-
gay- at @ p.m. Monday, and
said he urged the fugitive to
give himsgelf up.

“l didn't escape,” Tongay told
Los Angeles police who picked
him up at Washington hospital
there. “We were in an automobile
accident about two hours before
and I suffered a head injury.”

He said he Jlost his memory
and just now things are begin.
ning to clear up. He said that
later that day of the accident he
just walked out of a restaurant
while the prison guard was pay-
ing the bill. Tongay said he didn’t
realize he was in custody at the
time. P

The guard said at the time,
however, that Tongay jammed
his way into a crowd of per-
sons leaving the restaurant, and
ran at full speed down a near
by alley to make good his ex-
cape.

Tongay was serving a 10-year
manslaughter sentence for the
death of his aquatot daughter
Kathy. He was being taken to
New Orleans for treatment of a
lung ajlment.

What will happen to him now
remains in doubt. A Los Angeles
attorney who said he is represent-
ing Tongay said the former swim-
ming instructor wants to stay in
California for further medical
treatment.

However, Los Angeles police
have received a telegraphic ware
rant from Florida authorities ask-
ing that Tongay be returned to
this state.

After Tongay reached Califore
nja, he said he looked up a min-
Ister he had known during
World- War 1I while he was in
service in that area., He
stayed with the minister for a
while, he said, but declined to
name the clergyman.

Although he reportedly had $28
on him when he escaped, Tongay
sald he actually *“didn't have &
nickel.,” He said he saw.a car
with California license plates in
New Orleans and that the driver
took him as fapy as El Paso, Tex.,
paying for his meals on the way.
From there he caught a series of
short rides to California.
